It's All in the Game 
 

A year ago in this space, our 
president Dave Preuss explained a 
little about how our league does 
things a bit differently.  Please allow 
me to elaborate by explaining the 
system we've developed for choosing 
kids for our teams, our own unique 
draft system. 
   The traditional draft is the property 
player system where players stay with 
the same team year after year.  

Managers automatically get first rights to players they!ve had 
the previous year.  There's often a problem with it . 
   What tends to happen, for example, is a manager drafts a 
bunch of kids he knows, all 11-year-olds because th at's how old 
his kid is.  The first year they're terrible, but af ter playing 
together or a year they're great.  That's unless th e manager 
isn't very skilled, and then they stay bad.  The le agues which 
use this system are often only made up of very good  and very 
bad teams.  Teams are either clobbering or getting clobbered. 
   There are all kinds of situations in the propert y player system 
where kids basically get stuck, and that means they can get 
stuck with a good team.  They consequently don't le arn how to 
lose with grace and dignity, one of baseball's grea t lessons.  
Baseball is a game where even the best batters make  outs two-
thirds of the time. 
   Several years ago the Albany Little League turne d the system 
inside out by making it our policy to have a real d raft every 
single year.  For our Majors and Juniors, the only property 
players in our draft are the three kids whose dads have agreed 
to coach together on a team.  All other players are  drafted,  
many of  our kids play with a different team every season. 
   What we're trying for with this design is what we think makes 
for the best games---teams of equal skill.  In ever y game, each 
team has a chance to take the lead, to come from be hind, to 
make the game exciting and fun.   That's a much better  game 
than those 14-to-2 affairs. 
   As Player and Coach Development Director, I watc h players 
and talk to their managers.  When tryouts come in J anuary, 
each coach has my notes on a player's strengths and  what I 
think is the appropriate draft round the player should be chosen.  
This helps take some of the guesswork out of manage rs' choices 
and makes for a more even draft and then even teams . 
   Yes, new kids come into to the league, kids who nobody 
knows about, and make for some great surprises duri ng the new 
season.  And so do a lot of kids who for various re asons are just 
unpredictably a heck of lot better than they were a  year ago. 
 We love surprises and close games, where the paren ts in the 
stands and players, coaches, and managers on the fi eld are all 
into it.  For all of us, every season is a new seaso n, and every 
game is a new game.  Isn't that the way it ought to  be?

     So many great moments lie ahead as we 
settle in for three months of baseball.  It's 
spring, and baseball wipes away the dust of the 
winter and starts us anew.  But it's going to be 
a little different around here this season. 
 When David Krone passed away a few weeks 
ago, something changed. I'm not a big believer 
in spirits, but if there is one watching over 
baseball at University Village it is surely him.  
Mr. Krone is a great spirit in our baseball 
experience, the pacesetter in what a volunteer 
should be.  For 25 years he gave unselfishly 
with an incredible energy.   
 Last season Krone took me on a tour of his 
jewels, the baseball fields at University Village.  
Last June, we named one of them for him, the 
beauty with the grass infield.  
 "We used to call it Diamond One and the  
 

other was Diamond Two. But no one could 
remember which was which, so I started calling 
that one North Field and this one was South 
Field. 
 A Midwestern, a native of Rock Island, 
Illinois, Krone was a longtime Albany resident, 
intelligent and clever, an attorney, which he 
wasn't particularly interested in discussing.  
When I asked him his profession, he joked, 
"Well, that's for the "You Need to Know" 
column.  Cerami thinks I work for the CIA!"  
 For the Albany Little League, he was the  
Player Agent, Registrar, and Founder and  Web- 
master of www.albanybaseball.org .  He 
referred to himself as League Bureaucrat, but 
you got the feeling that his special love was 
thefields.  He was, by anyone's estimation, an 
incredibly tireless groundskeeper.

   "I noticed at one of my son's games that the 
catchers would set up and you couldn't see 
their feet," he recalled.  "They'd all set up in 
the same spot so they wore holes back here, 
and they were all standing down in those holes.  
So I got a shovel and shoveled some dirt in the 
holes, which was silly.  That filled the hole but 
didn't solve the problem.  I remarked about it 
to some people and nothing more happened.  I 
heard a few weeks later that a kid who was 
catching damaged an ankle because of those 
holes.  That was the event that got me 
interested in the fields."  
   Krone soon headquartered in the shed near 
the former South Field where he kept the hand 
mower and weeding tools, his companions for 
endless hours.  The field, which before Krone 
had been quickly game-prepped with chalk, 
became maintained on a nearly daily basis.  
Eventually the League worked out an 
arrangement with the UCB and University 
Village that we 
maintain the fields 
in exchange for 
free rent, a huge 
factor in keeping 
down registration 
rates.    
   At the ceremony 
in which South 
became Krone 
Field, the once-
wiry David was 
weakened by 
oncoming liver 
cancer and his 
friend Mayor Alan Maris read his short 
message. It began, "Baseball wisdom says that 
when you go to the park every day you will 
keep seeing something you never saw before.  
I've seen many new things over the years, but 

I never imagined seeing the ball field named 
after me.  The gesture is deeply touching."  
   ALL parent-volunteer Marc Jacobs recalls, 
"David's indomitable spirit was certainly evident 
when he insisted on walking into the field from 
the car (no wheelchair for him) and even more 
so, when he walked to the mound to throw out 
the first pitch." 
   He then rallied his health and spent his last 
summer watching Albany's all-stars in 
competition around the Bay.  He saw all 
eight of the games the kids played in Albany, 
Alameda and in Concord, where the tempera-
tures exceeded 100 degrees. 
   David Krone is survived by his wife Chuan 
and son Tim.

BANNER YEAR FOR ALBANY ALL-STARS

     In an era of increased competition from travel  programs and pressure for children to specialize i n 
single sports, Albany Little League maintains one o f the best baseball programs in the Bay Area, 
balancing developmental and competitive goals in a c ommunity atmosphere. 
     Albany Little League achieved unprecedented su ccess in the 2006 postseason. Five of the seven 
Albany representatives in all-stars and the Tournam ent of Champions advanced to the District 4 
championships -- the best performance by any of the  East Bay's 15 Little Leagues. 
     The Junior League All-Stars advanced farther t han any team in the 51-year history of the Albany 
Little League. The Juniors swept the District 4 tou rnament, won the Section 1 tournament, and 
finished third in the State Championship in Milpita s. Albany Little League finished second in the Dist rict 
4 Little League (11s and 12s) and 9-10s all-star to urnaments. Albany Junior League's Beavers won the 
District 4 Junior League Tournament of Champions, w hile the Athletics, our Major League champions, 
were runners-up in the area Major League TOC. 
     Albany Little League salutes its fine young re presentatives and their coaches and the many 
volunteers who helped organize games at the Village 's David Krone Field and at Memorial Park. 
 

Junior League (13s-14s) All-Stars 
 

   The Junior League All-Stars set the tone with a 
sweep of the District 4 Junior League championship.  
They won with timely hitting, strong defense and 
stellar pitching. 
   In the first game, Cole Goodman lofted a 300-foo t-
plus home run over the center field fence at 
Memorial to lift Albany past Pinole-Hercules, 4-1.

  Albany capped a four-game run with a 16-2 victory  
over North Oakland in the championship game. 
Albany sent 26 batters to the plate in the first th ree 
innings and scored 15 runs to put the game away, 
while Kenji Quides was firing a no-hitter. 
   At the Section 1 championship for teams from the  
greater Bay Area, Albany avenged an 11-6 loss to 
San Francisco in its second game to beat SF twice 
(9-3 and 5-2) behind superb pitching from Jake 
Alaniz and Quides. In the second game, catcher John  
Cheng provided the big hit. With the bases loaded 

 
and two outs, Cheng singled on a 3-2 pitch to drive  
in the tying and eventual winning runs. 
   Despite temperatures reaching 108 degrees, 
Albany played three tight games at the Division II 
(Northern California) state championship in Milpita s. 
Albany fell to Bear River, 7-4 in the semifinals. B ear 
River went on to finish third at the Western 
Regionals in Oregon. 
   Eight players on Manager Tim Goodman's team 
had been on the Albany Little League team that won 
the District 4 Little League championship two years  
earlier: Mark Arakaki, Cole Goodman, Nick Greco, 
Kai Huntamer, Danny Jacobs, Marco Santos, David 
Shor and Alaniz. For many of the players, the 2006 
season marked their eighth and final season of 
Albany baseball. Most have gone on to high school 
baseball in 2007. Quides has already debuted on the  
Berkeley High School varsity. 
 

Little League (11-12s) All-Stars 
 

    In their opener, the 11-12s, defending champion s 
in their age group, recovered from a 4-3 loss to 
North Oakland in 10 innings to win six games in six  
days. That put them in the championship game 
where they rallied from 11-2 down in the 5th inning  
before losing to North Oakland, 11-10. These Albany  
kids reached the district finals in their age group  for 
the past three years. They were '05 11s champions 
and '04 10s runners-up. 
   That opening game against North Oakland will go 
down as one of the classic games played at David 
Krone (South) Field. Daniel Supple struck out seven  
North Oakland batters in five innings, and Zachary 
Chiang fanned nine batters in four innings as the 
game was postponed because of darkness after nine 
innings. North Oakland won out when the game 
resumed the next morning.  
   Strong pitching helped lead Albany to the cham-

    In the championship game, Chiang got out of a 
one-out, bases-loaded jam in the bottom of the 
fourth inning with North Oakland leading 11-2 and 
needing only one more run to win by the 10-run 
mercy rule. Albany responded in the fifth inning 
with six runs on RBI by Jesse Santos, Griffin Goetz , 
Tom Miller, Kennedy, Masterson and Chiang. With 
one out in the top of the sixth inning, Supple 
slammed a two-run run to make the score 11-10,  
hitting the first pitch off the top of the right fi eld 
fence.  Two batters later, Kennedy missed tying 
the game by inches as he drove the first pitch off 
the top of the right field fence for a double.  But  
the North Oakland pitcher induced a groundout to 
end the game.  
    Zachary Chiang was outstanding in relief 
throughout the post season.  Daniel Supple hit two 
solo home runs in the opener and finished post-
season play with a team-high five homers. Paulie 
Kennedy and Orion Read each clubbed two home 
runs. 
 

10-11s All-Stars 
   Albany's 10-11s recovered from a frustrating 
defeat in their opening game at home to win two 
games on the road in their tournament. 
   In the 9-2 win over Concord American, Garrett 
Freeberg and Adam Lieber each drove in two runs, 
and Peter Schneider, David Jacobs and Freeberg 
had two hits apiece. Albany then rallied to beat 
Concord American's #1 team 6-5 Tuesday. Macabe 
Camps hit a home run over the center field fence 
to tie the score at 4-4, and Ryo Huntamer and 
Schneider followed with key RBI.

   District 4 holds a championship each June for th e 
league champions of area Little Leagues, offering 
an opportunity for more players to experience the 
thrill of postseason play.

Q&A: David H Clement M.P.T.  
 

CARING FOR YOUNG BASEBALL ARMS 
David Clement  is a graduate of the University of California at B erkeley 
and received his Masters degree in Physical Therapy  from Stanford 
University.  He founded Albany Physical Therapy  in 1980.  The office 
treats orthopedic problems by medical referral, handling both adult and 
child cases. David is interested in both enhancing performance and 
preventing injuries, and he has developed and supervised pre-season 
conditioning programs for Albany High School athletics. 

LL:  Why do baseball arms become sore? 
 

DC:   Not properly warming up is usually the 
cause of soreness of the elbow or shoulder.  
It's a common occurrence early in the season. 
Coaches and parents need to make sure that 
kids are well warmed up prior to their 
participation in baseball, that they have done 
their exercises faithfully to minimize the chance 
of an over-use injury.  
 

LL:  Physiologically, what's going on with 
a sore arm? 
 

DC:   Throwing overhead is a very complex 
activity requiring a lot of precise synchron-
ization of the rotator cuff muscles.  Usually the 
overhead soreness comes from those muscles 
and the ligaments of the joint.  
 

LL:  How does warming up help? 
 

DC: It's important in getting blood circulation 
going.  That warms the tissues so that when 
you throw overhead, the muscles of the rotator 
cuff are firing quickly; they're doing  their job. 
Without a proper warm-up, a sudden force is 
placed on a stiff tissue.  That can produce 
micro-trauma and little tears to the muscles 
and tendons.  
 
 

LL:  What types of warm-ups are best? 
 

DC:  I don't think a warmup needs to be 
lengthy, but it needs to be intense. It should 
involve a little running, jogging, jumping-jack 
type movements.  It's recently been shown 
that injuries are best 
avoided with warm-ups 
rather than stretches.  
Exercises promote overall 
blood circulation, having 
the muscles going through 
repeated contractions with-
out being overly-stretched.  
I think the first job of the 
pre-game workout is to 
increase the blood circu-
lation and temperature.  
The stretches should come 
after the exercises; 
exercises should come before throwing 
   Basic, simple conditioning exercises before 
the season starts can be helpful in preventing 
injuries.  You don't want to get into heavy 
weight training for youngsters. Light weights 
and exercises using stretching bands for the 
shoulder and scapula can be helpful.  During 
the season you back off a lot on exercising to 
prevent overuse of the arm.   
 

LL: What should be done when the athlete 
is complaining about a sore arm? 
 

I think the athlete should not play through the 
pain.  With rest, usually the pain will rapidly 
ease.  If pain continues, it should be evaluated.  
If there is significant pain that can't be related 
to one specific injury, then the athlete needs to 
be evaluated in terms of posture, the 
mechanics of  his or her throwing, the strength 
of the shoulder.  The child should see a primary 
physician who might refer to an orthopedist 
and then to a physical therapist.
