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HOW GREAT WERE THEY?

Four Hall-of-Fame Hurlers of the National League 60's
By Bob Rose

The National League might have been at its best in the 1960's. While Willie Mays, Hank Aaron, and
Roberto Clemente led the way (Zﬁ’énsiveb/, four pitchers dominated the great competition. . .

SANDY KOUFAX

Albany youngsters, take heed. Even the great Sandy
Koufax could not find the strike zone at first. Starting
with his Major League debut—he walked eight in only
4.2 innings—Koufax would battle bouts of wildness
during his first six seasons with the Dodgers.

But the quiet Brooklyn, N.Y. native refused to quit.
With a four-seam fastball that seemed to start at a
batter’s ankles and rise to his shoulders in the blink of
an eye, and a wicked curveball that should have been
illegal, Koufax eventually became the greatest left-
handed pitcher in baseball history.

In an unpre-cedented five-year period from 1962-
66, the Dodger ace fashioned a 111-34 record (.766
winning percentage) and 1.95 ERA while averaging 289
strikeouts per season. He was the driving force behind
World Series titles in 1963 and 1965, rattling off a 25-5
mark and 1.88 ERA in ’63 and registering a 26-8 record
and 2.04 ERA in '65 He was named MVP and Cy
Young Award winner in 1963 and received additional
Cy Youngs in ’65 and ’66.

During his 12-year career, he averaged 9.2 strikeouts
and only 6.79 hits per nine innings. Due to severe
arthritis in his pitching elbow, Koufax was forced to
retire after the 1966 season at age 30. Perhaps his true
greatness could be measured by this:

Despite a throbbing left arm, Sandy posted a 27-9
record and 1.73 ERA in his final season. What’s more,
Koufax retired with the highest career winning
percentage (.655) and lowest ERA (2.76) among all
pitchers with at least 2,000 innings since 1913.

BOB GIBSON

There’s intensity. And then there was Bob Gibson
intensity. In the history of Major League Baseball, there
may never have been a more competitive, intimidating
pitcher than the St. Louis Cardinals’ two-time Cy
Young Award winner.

He even scared his teammates. Once catcher Tim
McCarver approached the surly right-hander on the
mound. Gibson would have no part of it: “The only
thing you know about pitching is you can’t hit it. Get
back behind the plate unless you want the medic to
carry you back to the dugout.”

Dusty Baker shares a similar story. Teammate Hank
Aaron advised: “Don’t dig in against Bob Gibson, he’ll
knock you down. Don’t stare at him, don’t smile at
him,

don’t talk to him. He doesn’t like it. If you happen to
hit a home run, don’t run too slow, don’t run too fast.”

A marvelous athlete, Gibson won nearly 66% of his
games (156-81) from 1963-70 and was named World
Series MVP in both 1964 and 1967. In the 67 Series,
the future Hall-of-Famer allowed only three earned
runs and 14 hits in posting complete game victories
over Boston in Games 1, 4 and 7.
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Yet the best was yet to come for the nine-time Gold
Glove winner. The very next year, he went 22-9 and
with 13 shutouts and an unworldly 1.12 ERA—which
remains a record in the Live Ball Era—and crowned his
1968 season by fanning a World Series record 17
batters in Game 1 against Detroit.

JUAN MARICHAL

Unquestionably the greatest pitcher in San Francisco
Giants history, Juan Marichal was baseball’s version of
Picasso. With his patented high leg kick, impeccable
control and wide assortment of pitches and deliveries,
the “Dominican Dandy” was a true artist on the mound.

Marichal’s unique talent was evident from the start.
In his Major League debut on July 19, 1960, he twirled
a one-hit shutout against Philadelphia.

Remarkably, the Giant right-hander never received a
Cy Young Award, even though he won more games
(191) in the Sixties than any other
pitcher and averaged 20 wins per season from 1962-71.
Twice the Giant ace led the NL in victories, reeling off a
25-8 mark with 248 strikeouts and a 2.41 ERA in 1963
and etching a 26-9 ledger and 2.43 ERA in 1968. To
this day, only he and Sandy Koufax have registered
more than one season of 25 victories in the post-war era
(1946).

In 1963, Marichal threw a no-hitter against Houston
June 15, then two weeks later on July 2, he and Warren
Spahn—two future Hall of Fame inductees—hooked up
in a 16-inning epic battle at Candlestick, which many
consider the greatest pitching duel in history. Both
pitchers went the distance before Willie Mays hit a
homer to give SF a 1-0 victory.

Like Mays, the Great Juan flourished in All-Star
Games. A nine-time All-Star, he compiled a 2-0 record
and 0.50 ERA.

DON DRYSDALE

From the late 1950’s through the mid-1960’s, the
Dodgers’ Sandy Koufax and Don Drysdale formed one
of the finest starting pitching tandems in Major League
history. While the southpaw Koufax deservedly earned
more national acclaim than his right-handed
counterpart, the “Big D” nonetheless cast an ominous
shadow over hitters during that era.

The 6-6, 220-pound Drysdale, known for his
sidearm fastball and legendary brush-back pitches, led
the league in strikeouts in 1959, 1960 and 1962 en
route to a career total of 2,486. The eight-time All-Star
won the Cy Young Award in 1962 after winning a NL-
best 25 games. He fanned 251 batters the following
season, playing a )
prominent role on
the Dodgers’ 1963
WorldChampion-
ship team.

However, 1965
could have been
Drysdale’s  finest
hour. As a pitcher,
he won 23 games.
As a batter, he was
the team’s only
.300 hitter and tied
his own record for
home runs with
seven.

The Big D won
209 games and chiseled out a 2.95 ERA during his Hall
of Fame career, yet he may have been feared just as
much for his propensity in hitting batters. In fact, he
still holds the modern day all-time record with 154.

Recalls Mike Shannon, former outfielder and current
broadcaster for the Cardinals, “Don Drysdale would
consider an intentional walk a waste of time. If he
wants to put you on base, he can hit you with one
pitch.”
